In the first column we select the corresponding awning width (4001 - 6000) and take the matching values for the X and Y distances and 
widths of the side bracket BX and BY. 

The centre line of the wall brackets is positioned at 300 mm from the side and the wall brackets are 500 mm wide. 

The centre line of the middle wall bracket is positioned at 2425 mm and the width of the bracket is 300 mm.

To install LED lighting in an existing BX260-BX270, a conversion kit is available:

art. no. 063032. The existing locking bolts are replaced by new ones on which the LED

profile is fixed. A supply and receiver are delivered in an external connection box.

This installation instruction only deals with the conversion kit; for more information

about the folding arm awning, please refer to the information included with the awning.

4.3. Replace the locking bolts
−	 Remove the old locking bolts

−	 Slide the new locking bolts (fig.1.1) at the bottom between the awning and the consoles. Positioning the locking bolts per box (fig.1.2): 
place one locking bolt below the bearing support, one locking bolt below the arm support so that the box, the bearing support and the 
arm support together form a solid and robust unit.

Width B - finished width including the side guards of the box. The sheet is always narrower than the width of the awning. The total width is 
measured including side guards. The fabric is always less wide than the width of the awning indicated. 

 

Drop D - measured from the back of the box (top) to the front of the extension pole. A mounted awning always protrudes a little further 
from the wall than the drop indicated. For optimal sun shading, an awning must protrude sufficiently past the window to the left and right.

Assembly

Be aware of the mounting surface, especially with poor-quality walls, walls made from cellular concrete or walls with soft or hollow bricks. 
Custom fastening materials should be used and it is necessary to install additional wall brackets! 

Install the awning sufficiently high (minimum of 2500 mm)! 

When adjusting the angle of inclination, take care the angle is a minimum of 10° and a maximum of 35°, so there is sufficient run-out height 
when the awning is open! 

Make sure there is sufficient space at the top to hook the awning into the wall brackets when mounting it below an overhang!
